2     DECLARATION OF INTERESTS              None 
 

3. LOCAL RESIDENTS    

Three residents were in attendance. Mrs Richards ‘Brynhyfryd’ Newport Road raised concern regarding the traffic 

restrictions along Newport Road relating to construction work at the previous Philog Garage site- Councillor G Phillips 

to make enquiries. 

Mrs A Davies, ‘Parc House’ referred to the increase of dogs being taken into the Playing Fields, the Chairman confirmed 

that it was an issue raised at the recent Risk Assessment carried out at the Playing Fields 
 

Mrs Howden ‘Green Mountain’ Ty’r Winch Road raised the proposals being implemented by Cardiff CC regarding 

additional provision for the teaching of Welsh in Primary Schools and in particular the impact it would have on children 

currently attending Bro Eirwg School. Mrs Howden requested support from the Community Council to oppose the 

proposals. The Chairman declared an interest in the issue raised. Councillor G Phillips stated that there were at present 

no facilities available for the extra ninety children hence the proposals. It was agreed that no further action could be 

taken until the Community Council had received the details of the proposals.

6.1 Trees at the Playing Fields adjoining ‘Parc House

6.2   Playing Fields  

The Risk Assessment for the Playing Fields had been carried out (copy annexed) The Clerk had contacted the park 

Ranger Service regarding the moss in the Children’s Play Area and it was agreed to write to Mrs Thomas ‘The 

Paddocks’ regarding the growth of the fir trees through her security fence into the Playing Fields.  
 

Discussion took place regarding the wear of the playing surface due to the regular use of the field by Mr J Williams’ 

football group. The field would require some reinstatement work and as no charge is at present being levied, Cardiff 

Parks pitches do carry a hire charge, it was agreed to discuss with Mr Williams reimbursement charges. 
 

The increasing problem of dogs being taken into the field was also discussed and whether additional signage was 

necessary. Councillor M Boyce referred to the ‘Village Plan’ which included in it a ‘Dog Walk’ for residents, the need 

for it to be resurrected was agreed 
 

6.3    Village Hall

Duggan, Churchwarden 

 

6.8   Property Purchase   

Councillor M Boyce gave an update on the proposal to purchase the ‘Old School House’ Church Lane. The purpose of 

the purchase was to restore the property to become a Heritage Centre and meeting rooms. The loan Sanction applied for 

would cover the purchase costs and the restoration and running costs from grant applications including Entrust / Land 

Fill Tax. Councillor Boyce had contacted the National Museum and Galleries of Wales for assistance in undertaking a 

Feasibility Study / Business Plan / Future Management. There would be lots of hurdles to overcome but the initial 

process had been commenced. 
 

The Chairman read out a letter, which had been received on the day of the meeting, from Councillor G Phillips. The 

letter raised the concerns of Councillor Phillips and the residents present at the last meeting regarding the request to 

leave, thus enabling the Council to discuss the above matter in confidentiality. Councillor Phillips questioned the process 

by which it was undertaken.  

Councillor Boyce confirmed that the issue had been brought to the attention of the Council on the day of the meeting and 

therefore the opportunity to include it on the published agenda was not possible, he further explained the possible 

implications of a public discussion at that time. The item 9.5 was recorded in the minutes of the meeting and was now in 

the public domain; at no point was it the intention of the Community Council to withhold the information. 

 

Councillor Phillips’ letter also referred to the Chairman passing around a letter, which was not going to be discussed at 

the meeting. The letter referred to was not passed around, the Chairman did refer to it as a letter from a resident and it 

was recorded in the minutes under item 9.3  A copy of the letter would be made available to Councillor Phillips. 
 

Councillor Phillips raised the problem of hearing discussions during the meeting, the Chairman sympathised but it was 

the nature of the Hall acoustics
