
Repairs to St Mellons Parish Church  

November 2007  

In November 2007 St Mellons began 

Phase 5 of its restoration programme for 

this ancient Church. For some time we had 

been aware that the Nave East Arch 

needed repair. In fact we had to commis-

sion a structural engineer to advise. Little 

did we know what we would find: 

First the Arch had to be scaffolded :  

Then fractures that had appeared in the 

stonework over the centuries had to be 

cleaned out. We thought this would be 

easy but look at this:  The fracture is on the 

left near the arch into the Llanrumney 

Chapel. You can just see the white ensign 

and Rood Loft stairs 

This picture shows repair to the stonework at 

the apex of the Nave. The contractor says he 

could have got his head in here!!! 

The next picture show detail of the repaired 

fracture going into the Llanrumney Chapel: 

Now have at look at a newly spliced beam 

and note the steel plate and new fixing bolts:  

Again this is on the left, but the old beam had 

completely rotted over the centuries 

Finally here is a picture of repairs to the cen-

ral beam above the Nave:
