2 POLICE MATTERS 
 
There was no police presence, but the following issues were 
discussed:Councillor J Swatridge reported that there had been an attempted 
break in to his property at 300pm Sunday afternoon and also a burglarly in a 
property in Bridge Road. 
Concern was again raised regarding the problems at the White Hart, it was 
reported that there was an armed response vehicle parked in James Holt's 
Garage. A temporary landlord was installed but has since left and has been 
replaced with another temporary landlord. 
The Chairman had asked the Licencing Officer to attend the meeting so that 
the Council could raise its concerns but did not attend. 
 
3 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS COUNCIL MEETING 
 
The minutes of the Council Meeting held in the Village Hall, Newport 
Road, Old St Mellons on Thursday16th December 1999, were approved and 
signed by the Chainnan as a true record. 
 
4 MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES 
 
4.1 Plavin~ Fields 
 
Play Equipment: 
 
The plans for the installation of the new play equipment had been accepted 
and would probably be installed by June. Councillor M Wyatt raised 
concern regarding the danger of cricket balls to users of the park 

 
4.2 Cleansing Orderly 
 
Mr Dave McCarthy had made a good start to his job but there are still are 
areas which need to be targeted in the Litter 
Pick on Saturday 8th April i.e. Bethania Row, Mill Lane, footpath to 
Church, 
Councillor 0 Jones was thanked for the lifter clean up that she has been 
carrying out in the vacinity of Bluebell Drive. 
A letter had been sent to the Environmental Agency regarding the persistent 
fly-tipping in the area, the very poor 
unkempt state of the river banks and the light pollution generated at the Golf 
Range. 
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4.3 Wern Fawr Lane 

Pot holes repaired but still unsatisfactory. 

A letter had been sent to Hyder regarding several issues of concern, 
including the dropped kerb problem at its entrance, the fencing at the 
playing fields and the surveillance issue raised by Mrs Tanner, of Allen 
Close, regarding the bus shelters on Newport Road. 

Information was also given regarding the Litter Pick, Old St. Mellons in 
Bloom and the Newsletter. 

The Clerk had been in contact with the Leisure and Amenities Department 
regarding the planting of the trees in November. 

It was also noted that Mr Kimber and Councillor M Wyatt have been 
maintaining and planting bulbs in the cultivated border. 

 
4.4 St. Mellons Churchyard 

 
The chairman had spoken to a representative of the Princes Trust, as a 
Community Council we are not in a position to apply for grants but the 
Village Association are able to do so. 

Information had been received regarding B&Q awards for community 
projects. It was agreed to submit an application for security fencing for the 
playing fields, Councillor M Boyce suggested that the application be 
bilingual. Councillor J Swatridge to collate information. 

Councillor M Boyce reported that he had repacked' the original Raleigh' 
submission for the churchyard and had submitted it to the Arts Council For 
Wales who were in the process of reviewing applications for inclusion in 
their planning for the next three years. 

 
4.5 Village Hall 

The heating system had been completed and was being monitored for 
teething problemst. Clerk was asked to send letter of thanks to the Village 
Association for their generous donation towards the cost of the new system. 

Probation services to be contacted regarding the repainting of the small hall 
and the other areas that require painting. 



A discussion took place regarding the removal of the old wall mounted gas 
heaters, it was resolved to isolate the heaters and to retain them for the 
present time. 

Councillor D Stroud reported that the monitoring of the ventilation system 
had indicated an approximate running cost of £3.60 per week. 

Councillor Stroud also expressed concern that the Playgroup were still using 
the emergency door next to the kitchen as a regular entrance and exit from 
the hall to the extent that the wall was now cracking with the frequent 
slamming of the door. Clerk to post notice on the door. 

The poor condition of the rear access and car park area was discussed and 
also the need for a retaining wall along the Newport Road entrance. 
Councillor Stroud to obtain quotes for work to be carried out. 

County Councillor 0 Phillips reported that the County Council had been 
investigating the problems with the drains outside the hall on Newport Road 
and that they were determining the work necessary to be carried out to solve
