2. POLICE MATTERS

The Chairman welcomed PC Brian Birkenhead and also PC J Allen to the meeting,

The Chairman confirmed that he had invited Inspector G Tomms to attend the next meeting to
discuss police policy issues with particular reference to Old St Mellons.

PC Birkenhead informed the meeting of the crime figures for the previous month i 3 auto, 2
burglaries, 1 criminal damage.

1 Youth annoyance

PC Birkenhead had made some inquiries regarding the provision of a youth shelter,
some interest had been shown and a site near to the Eastern Leisure Centre had been
suggested.



The Playing Fields had been relatively quiet and he had also spoken to Hyder and the local
schools regarding the damage to the play area but there had been some problems at the
church.

The Park Rangers and Rumney Police were looking at the problem of scramblers near
the Kimberly Park area.

PC Birkenhead also reported there had been some problem with youths ignoring the foot and
mouth restricted footpaths access in Bridge Road area and a request to report any further
offenders.

Councillor G Jones referred to the disturbance caused by youths in Blackbirds Way /
Bluebell Drive.

T Traffic

There was a possibility that the road to the turning circle near B J Skip Hire was to be closed.
The Chairman also confirmed that the Community Council was considering funding the
implementation of the raised kerbs at the junction in Church Road to stop vehicles making the
illegal turn.

The speed camera had been in operation in the village and the special order for its future use
had been left open.

Checks had been made for vehicles not displaying an excise licence and offenders were being
reported to the DVLA Swansea.

The problem of pavement parking was also being monitored and fixed penalties notices were
being issued .

The Chairman raised the re-emergence of the problems caused by the parked crane in Wern
Fawr Lane. To be monitored

T Licenced PPemises

There were still some problems in the White Hart Pub and a log was being collated at
the St Mellons Police Station recording the incidents, which could be used in regard
to the future licence renewal.



With regard the posting of the drink notices in the Village they were not a police issue
and at present the Highways Department would not fund them.

PC Birkenhead informed the meeting of the Police Authority Meeting to be held in
Meadowlark School on March 19"

The Chairman thanked the officers for attending the meeting.

4. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

41 Playing Fields

There were still some problems being experienced with youths when Councillor Wyatt was
locking the gates. It was agreed that a sign be purchased and placed on the gates indicating
the Playing Field was the property of the Community Council and stating the times of
opening and closing. Councillor J Swatridge to arrange.

The Chairman thanked Councillor Wyatt for his time and effort in locking and unlocking the
gates.

Councillor Wyatt felt that despite the locked gates and the new fence youths were still

entering the playing fields via a gap in the hedge along the driveway in Park House. Clerk
asked to write to Mr Goodfellow asking him if he could make the hedge secure.

Councillor Swatridge raised the question of how often are the new &leanupd zones
being carried out.

4.4 Dog Fouling

The Clerk had contacted the Dog Warden, who would make a patrol of the area and
call on persons who were offending to speak to them.

The clerk also spoke to Steve Close, of the cleansing department regarding additional
signs and provision of suitable bins. Mr Close would arrange for extra signs to be
posted but unfortunately the Council does not provide any bins.

Councillor Wyatt suggested that he could catch the dogs but it was felt it was better
left to the dog warden to deal with.

The question of providing identifying a suitable dog rund site was discussed. It was

suggested that an area owned by Mr D Kimber in Ty To Maen Close might be a
possibility.

1 Unitary Plan: Councillor G Phillips informed the meeting that there was a
possibility of 4,000 additional houses being proposed for the Pontprennau /
Lisvane area.

A meeting had been arranged at Corpus Christi School on Saturday 24™ March at

12.00am. Sue Essex AM, Julie Morgan MP and Ward Councillors would be in
attendance to discuss the concerns of the residents.

7.2 National Assembly for Wales

1 StandardsCommittee: Further information had been received regarding the
setting up of the Standards Committee and also the Code of Practice for Local
Government Organisations.

7.3 Kimberly Park

Councillor G Jones reported that she had spoken to some of the residents regarding
the possibility of creating a new access, 63 were in favour and 1 against.

The problem of youths using the broken boundary fence in Silverstone Close to gain
access along the By-pass embankment onto Ty& Winch Road and then the Playing
Fields was raised.

It was agreed to extend the existing railing on the bridge next to dT'yratod and to ask
the County Council to repair the damaged fence in Silverstone Close.
