2. POLICE MATTERS  
 
There was no Police presence. 
 
3. CODE OF CONDUCT 
Following the recent CAVALC meeting several issues were highlighted regarding 
compliance with the Code of  
Conduct: 
Difficulties arise with Councillors membership of the Village Association, at present 
discussion and voting on issues  
regarding the Association is a conflict of interests. 
Lisvane Community Council also found themselves in a similar position but has 
received dispensation to overcome the  
difficulties from the Standards Committee. 
The Clerk has applied for a similar dispensation but this will not be confirmed until 
the next committee meeting in  
April. 
 
It was also recommended in the meeting that, Personal Interests should now be 
included as Item 2 on each Community  
Council meeting agenda and that A.O.B. should be dispensed with.  
Any emergency items needing discussion should be previously agreed with the 
consent of the Chairman 
 
The Chairman also pointed out that the item on the CAVALC agenda regarding the 
review of the Associations fees  
would have to be declared as an interest by himself and Councillor M Wyatt when 
discussed at any future Community  
Council meeting. 
 
It was noted that the 'General Register of Interests' was voluntary and the advice from

Chairs: 
Councillor D Stroud raised the poor condition of some of the hall chairs and 
recommended that replacement chairs be  
purchased ï to be investigated

Diversion order confirmed from 15th March 
 
5.3 Queen's Jubilee Celebrations 
Councillor Wyatt had information regarding a competition in the 'Echo' for 
celebrations being organised for the  
Queen's Jubilee ï to be discussed at next meeting 
 
5.4 Allen Close ï Wern Fawr Lane Footpath 
Contractors could not enforce residents from obstructing the footpath. Clerk asked to 
request that they drop the level of  
the footpath to deter parking on it. 
 
5.5 Silverstone Close 
Clerk attended a site meeting with Councillor G Phillips and the Highways 
Department. Although it was not the  
responsibility of Cardiff C C it was agreed that either a chain link or close board fence 
would be erected along the open  
section 
 
5.6 Playing Fields 
Councillor Wyatt reported that there was in leak in the pavilion roof- Clerk to arrange 
repair 
 
5.7 Cardiff Astronomical Society 
Event cancelled due to wet weather ï to be rearranged for Wednesday 17th April at

5.9 CAVALC  
Councillor Wyatt circulated notes of the meeting and gave a brief report. He thanked

5.10 Newport Road  
Dropped Kerbs: 
The Clerk had contacted the Highways Department regarding the absence of the 
dropped kerb and to remind the  
Council of its commitment to carry out the work in the coming financial year. 
 
5.11 Cardiff C.C. 
U.D.P.- Consultation: 
Clerk contacted Julian Stedman, Planning Department, proposed meeting with the 
Community Council to be arranged  
during April 
 
'Unicorn Turn' 
Clerk had written to Chris Pike, Highways Department, confirming the Community 
Council's view and requesting that  
the previously proposed installation of the keffer kerbs be implemented as a matter of 
priority. 
Councillor Phillips informed the meeting that a date for the commencement of the 
work was due to be made within the  
next few weeks 
 
Council Tax Leaflet: 
The Clerk had contacted the Council regarding the incorrect references to St Mellons, 
which should have been Old St  
Mellons ï apology received, and record to be amended for future reference 
 
Village Hall Lease: 
Clerk had requested information regarding the purchase of the un-expired period of 
the lease or its extension. 
 
6. VILLAGE HALL 
The Chairman outlined the difficulties due, to the Code of Conduct and Declaration of 
Interests, in coming to any  
decision regarding the proposals for the hall and it was agreed that any decisions 
would have to be deferred until the  
next meeting 
The Chairman had received the proposals from Mr V Parr regarding the hall, copies 
of which had been circulated to  
councillors.  
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The three options under consideration for the provision of extra facilities were:- 
? Incremental improvements over a period of time 
? A single project 
? New community facilities at the playing fields 



 
Councillor Swatridge pointed out that Mr Parr's proposals did not include the 
improvement of the disabled facilities,  
which was an important issue and felt more time was needed to assess the proposal. 
Councillor B Price agreed 
 
Correspondence had been received for Mr Elfed Rees, Chairman of the Village 
Association, raising concern that the  
proposal being considered to move facilities to the playing fields could impact on the 
integrity of the Village Associations  
grant application for the improvement of the kitchen facilities.  
 
The Chairman invited Mr Rees to expand the issue to the Council. Mr Rees said he 
appreciated the constraints that the  
Council was under regarding the discussion of this matter but felt that because in 
future the existence of the Community  
Councils and also its membership could cease or change he requested that the 
Community Council give an indemnity  
regarding the future of the hall in respect of the grant application. 
Councillor J Swatridge felt that if given, it would demonstrate a breech of trust 
between the Community Council and the  
Village Association and was not necessary. 
Mr Rees agreed to disagree and also pointed out that the Association had not 
discussed the issue 
The Chairman emphasised that the Community Council would not prejudice the 
existing good relationship with the  
Association. 
 
7. PLANNING MATTERS 
 
Councillor D Stroud raised a concern with regard to the recent application by Cardiff 
County Council discussed at the last  
meeting. He felt it did not record that not all Councillors were in favour of the 
application and that 'No Comment' was  
not appropriate. 
Councillor Swatridge stressed that when 'No Comment' was passed regarding 
previous applications no other reference  
was made. 
There being no seconder to the proposal no further action was taken
