PC Beacall referred to the request from some residents to close the footpaths, which 
was discussed at the last meeting. Councillor M Boyce commented that the 
Community Council had not previously supported requests for other footpaths in the 
Village to be closed and was pressing for interventive measures to be taken to remove 
the cause of the youth annoyance issues. 

It was suggested that a request for additional lighting be installed as one of these 
measures. Request to be made to Cardiff County Council with the support of our 
County Councillors and Mr S Chapman, Community Safety Manager. 

PC Beacall informed the meeting that the usual visits to the local Public Houses in the 
lead up to Christmas were underway

6.1 Playing Fields

referred to the damaged bench seat, which was in need of repair ï agreed, and the 
slippery surface in the play area caused by algae ï Parks department to be informed 

6.2 Village Hall 
Hall Partition ï now completed and had proved a great success 

Hall Refurbishment /Redecoration: 

Councillor E Rees gave a brief update. It was necessary to complete the ówish listô 
and to formulate a timetable for the work, also to identify the work that the Probation 
Services were to undertake. 

The Village Association grant work was required to be completed by 21st February 
and it was anticipated that work would commence in January. The work proposed 
included removal of the redundant gas heaters, new lighting in the side areas, new 
window blinds, additional notice/display boards, casing of exposed electrical wiring 
(the Entertainers had agreed a sum of £150 for this purpose) 

Other items included the Hall floor, additional new tables, new entrance gate- 
Councillor Price to obtain an initial quote, handrail for main entrance. 

The meeting was adjourned to the entrance hall to determine what work was 
necessary. Councillor E Rees agreed to co-ordinate the work (Copy annexed)

6.3 St Edeyrnôs Churchyard 
A quote of £600 had been received from the Bereavements Services to undertake the 
risk assessment with additional costs for any other necessary work. It was proposed 
that the Council conducted its own risk assessment as previously agreed 

The Clerk referred to the Brookesô grave, which has been enclosed with a border of 
logroll material. The current regulations only permit a headstone to mark the grave. 
The Clerk had reminded Mrs Brookes of the regulations but as yet there had been no 
response to remove the border. It was agreed that due to the sensitivity of this time of 
the year a further review would be taken in a monthôs time

confirmed she confirmed that she was in the process of arranging a meeting of all 
interested parties
