2 POLICE MATTERS 
 
The Chainman welcomed PC Brian Birkenhead ,the new Community Constable , to 
the meeting. PC Birkenhead was introduced to the members of the Council and the 
procedures of the meeting outlined. 
PC Birkenhead explained his police background and explained that the position of 
Community Police Officer had been re-introduced and it was intended to give it a 
high visibility profile. He can be contacted on Ext. 836 at St Mellons Police Station 
PC Birkenhead then outlined his objectives for the next few months. 
 
· Licenced Premises 
 
DC Newbury, Licencing Officer, had been asked to assess the Village pubs. PC 
Birkenhead had visited all the premises to introduce himself and reported that during 
a recent incident in the White Hart eight people had been removed. 
The Chairman went on to give some background to the pubs re frequent change of 
landlords, noise levels, drinking outside premises etc. 
PC Birkenhead informed the meeting that be was trying to establish a voluntary Pub 
Watch Scheme' to monitor the nuisance element and was going to increase the visits 
to licenced premises. 
Concern was also raised regarding the problems at the Chapel on Old Hill and that 
rubbish left behind indicated the source of the alcohol was the Seaview Stores, 



although the store has now recently changed hands. Councillor J Swatridge expressed 
concern that a number of unlicenced vehicles were frequently parked in the Bluebell 
car park. PC Birkenhead to monitor. 
 
· Traffic 
 
PC Birkenhead reported that an Auto Crime initiative had been introduced and that 
he had asked for a traffic and speeding report from the Traffic Department for the 
village. 
He was also concerned about the present speed limit of 40 mph through the village 
and was taking steps to have this reviewed. In conjunction with this he was arranging 
for a speed survey to be undertaken on Newport Road, Ty'r Winch Road, and Wern 
Fawr Lane. 
Two other ongoing problems were highlighted to PC Birkenhead - the off road 
parking, particularly in Wern Fawr Lane, including an abandoned Volvo and the 
illegal turning of vehicles in Church Lane. To be looked at. 
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· Youth annoyance 
 
PC Birkenhead indicated that this was of particular concern to him and was adopting a 
zero tolerance' approach particularly around the Ton / Church area. 
Three other areas were also identified as causing concern - the telephone kiosk on 
Wern Fawr Lane, the Playing Fields, particularly with the completion of the new play 
equipment and Kimberley Park where youth had been lighting bonfires. PC 
Birkenhead to monitor. 
The Chairman also raised the continuing problems at the flats in Ty To Maen Close 
and the reasons for concern. PC Birkenhead said he was aware of the situation and the 
persons concerned. 
 
He was also asked if there was a truancy policy in operation with the Police, which 
was confirmed. 
 
The problem of the theft of garden furniture was also discussed. 
 
PC Birkenhead reported that there had been three crimes reported last month - two 
thefts and one traffic offence 
 
The Chainman complimented PC Birkenhead on a comprehensive report and a very 
encouraging programme and thanked him for attending the meeting.

The various electrical repair works had been carried out. 
 
Councillor J Swatridge raised the question of providing better disabled access to the 
hall, by possibly removing the existing wall from the side ramp. Also the re-making 
of the car park area and concreting the surface. To be looked at. 
 
A letter had been received from the WI. requesting permission for the piano to be 
moved from the small hall to the main hall. After discussion about the safety and 
damage implications it was agreed to move the piano to a position to be confirmed by 
the Hall Committee and that it be secured to the wall and covered.

4.4 Churchyard  

 
The Chairman reported on the meeting with himself, the Clerk and Mr Hawker at St 
Edeyrn's Churchyard re: the kerb around the Thomas Grave. 
After some discussion it was agreed because the plot was purchased with the adjacent 
plot before the new regulations were in operation and given the second plot already 
has a kerb surround it was agreed that: Permission be granted given that the existing 
unauthorised kerb be removed and that it is replaced with a kerb similar to the 
adjacent grave owned by Mr Hawker. 
The Council also reviewed its decision re: a landing slab for the Tiemey grave and 
agreed to the following: Permission to be granted provided the slab is placed slightly 
below ground level, the existing headstone and no other monument should be placed 
on it and no liability is accepted if any damage is incurred during the course of grass 
cutting.
