The Chairman welcomed Mr M Jenkins, Chief Officer and Mr J Morten, Chairman, to
the meeting.

Mr Jenkins thanked the Chairman for the invitation to attend the meeting. There had
already been several public meetings as part of the consultative process to determine
the future use of the Cardiff Royal Infirmary site and he welcomed the opportunity to
speak to the Community Council regarding the Consultative Document and also to
answer questions and hear the views of the Community Council.

The purpose of the consultation was not to look at the services provided but to
consider the future use of the main building on the leasehold portion and part of the
freehold part with a view of declaring it surplus to requirements and to transfer and
re-provide services from the leasehold portion of the CRI site which would result in a
vacated main CRI Hospital building.



The public consultative process would take three months and be completed by March
10™.0n the March 31% the existing Health Authority would be abolished and therefore
a wide range of opinions was needed.

The process would enable a letter of the Secretary of State for Wales in 1996 to
provide a Community Hospital on the CRI site to be unlocked.

One main difficulty for its retention was due to the fact that it was a listed building
and to make significant structural changes to modernise it would not be cost effective.

The School of Medicine had expressed an interest in the site

Mr Jenkins reported that views had varied from different areas regarding the removal
of a Primary Care Resource Unit, but as yet there had been no support for its removal.

Councillor B Price reported that the public meeting had been very well attended. The
main concern expressed was the ease of access to the existing site, which would not
be the situation if it was removed or taken to another site. The fact that it is the only
facility close to the City centre was another valid reason for retaining it on the present
site.

Councillor G Jones expressed the concern of the Community Council and residents
that there was still no Doctors Surgery in the Village. It was promised several years
ago and given the fact that Marshfield had recently lost their facility the provision was
a matter of urgency.

Mr Jenkins informed the meeting that the signing of the contract for the building of
the new Primary Care Centre in Ball Road, Llanrumney, was imminent. The Practice
was still in favour of providing the surgery in the village but was still looking for
suitable premises.

The Chairman pointed out that there were now very modern facilities available on the
old SWALEC site, even for the provision of a new hospital.

Mr Jenkins said he would be grateful if the comments made during the meeting could
be conveyed in a letter for use in the consultative process.

The Chairman thanked Mr Jenkins and Mr Merton for attending the meeting.
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6 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS COUNCIL MEETING

7. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
1. Unicorn Turn

The Chairman referred to the recent Urban Safety Management Study for
Pontprennau and Old St Mellons situated in the Asda Car Park, which included three
proposals involving the dJnicorn Turna

Councillor D Rees expressed concern that the Community Council was not formally
consulted either to the proposals or the siting of the caravan. She was also opposed to
the proposal to close Bridge Road at the junction of Ruperra Close

Councillor J Thorn pointed out that some of the basic information was incorrect and
that he was not in favour of the proposals effecting Newport Road i Cypress Drive to
Wern Fawr Lane.

The Chairman expressed concern that consultation had already taken place regarding
the dJnicorn Turndand that the Community Council had received a letter from the
County Council confirming that the work required to enforce the turn was to be
carried out followed by a monitoring period of six months.

It was resolved to write to the County Council expressing concern regarding the lack
of consultation, requesting copies of the proposals and asking for the implementation
of the work at the turning and a commencement date. A meeting with the appropriate
Officer to discuss the proposals and their implications was also to be requested.

7.2 Village Hall

Chairs: The Village Association had donated the cost of fifty additional chairs, which
had been purchased.

7.3 Playing Fields

Groundsman Vacancygome difficulties in being able to carry out the duties had been
expressed by Mr J Davey; further discussions taking place.

Security FenceThe Clerk had received some complaints from residents opposite the
Playing Field gates regarding the Gtarknessoof the new section of fencing. It was
agreed with the painting of the railings and re-establishment of the hedge it would
considerably soften its appearance. Councillor B Price offered the services of Mr
Price to spray paint the fence dark green - agreed

the Rebuilding Costs

There is also to be a publicity feature in the Echo, in which the Community Council
scheme will be included.
