4.  POLICE MATTERS

Sergeant Newman was welcomed to the meeting by the Chairman before giving her report.
The operation around the church area and footpaths was continuing but would have to be reviewed and could be scaled
down in the future.

PC Meadowsweet had monitored the parking problems in Kimberley Park and spoken to some residents; the Chairman
had seen some improvement in the situation

The problem of vehicles parking on the pavement along Newport Road towards the traffic lights at Wern Fawr Lane and
obstructing pedestrian access was raised. Sergeant Newman to monitor the situation

The ongoing problems aong the access lane to the WPD Training Ground off Ty& Winch Road was discussed. The
Enforcement Officers are still involved and Sergeant Newman took note of situation

The continuing anti social problems arising from a property in Ty To Maen Close was discussed and in particular the
young boy residing at the premises. Housing Department to be contacted and Sergeant Newman also to investigate

Councillor D Rees informed the meeting that she was forming an Action Group to look at Antii Social problems in the
Village. Councillors L Ackerman and D Stroud offered to participate in the group. The inaugural meeting would take
place at the Village Hall on 2" March at 11.15a.m.

5 CARDIFF COMMUNITY HEALTH COUNCIL

Mr Steve Allen attended in place of Mr Martyn Jenkins who was unavailable.

Mr Allan explained that he welcomed the opportunity to publicise the Public Consultation Meetings that had been
organised by the Health Council to discuss the Consultation Document of the Local Health Board - The development of
Health Servicesfor the Residents of Central and Eastern Cardiff 6L ocal services Meeting local Needsd

Mr Allan explained that the Health Council was an independent watchdog organisation, funded by the Welsh Assembly,
for the benefit and welfare of patients. It monitored issues and decisions regarding the Local Health Board. Copies of the
document and the notices of the meetings were circulated to Councillors.

One of these aspects was a Pilot scheme for visiting Local GP Practices, Dentists and Pharmacies.
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The focus of the discussion was the proposals for the Cardiff Royal Infirmary which would be discussed at a public
meeting on Thursday 3™ March at the Royal British Legion Club, Llanrumney at10am and at other subsequent meetings
that had been arranged throughout the city.

Mr Allan encouraged the Councillors to attend and also to forward any comments regarding the proposals to the Health
Board

Councillor D Rees raised the lack of local GP facilities, which the Community Council has been vigorously pursuing for
some time without success.

Mr Allan confirmed that there is now a new estates strategy in place. If a practice wants to expand then the new facility
must provide what is required for a Primary Care Centre. It has been proposed that five of these centres will be provided,
one at the CRI and four others around the perimeter of the City

The Chairman thanked Mr Allan for attending the meeting and providing the information
