3. LOCAL RESIDENTS
Three residents were in attendance. Mrs A Davies, ‘Parc House” was attending the meeting with regard to the trees at the
Playing Fields

Mrs Richards ‘Brynhyfryd” Newport Road raised concern regarding the continuing youth annoyance and damage to her
property and the poor Police response to the incidents, also some traffic issues on Newport Road. Sergeant T Baxter
made note of complaints for further action

Mrs Howden ‘Green Mountain’ Ty’r Winch Road referred to the speeding problems caused by a white Fiesta car being
driven along Ty’r Winch Road. Sergeant Baxter confirmed that Police action was in process

4. POLICE MATTERS
The Chairman welcomed Sergeant T Baxter to the meeting. The Sergeant referred to incidents mentioned by Mrs
Richards and that, following information received, two persons were detained for a burglary in a nearby property.

Sergeant Baxter gave an update regarding the Neighbourhood Policing policy. Two new sergeants were now in place,
herself and Sergeant Howe who covered Rumney and Llanrumney. New Officers were also in the pipeline including
four PCSO’s. At present the current PCSO is Claire Quick and PC Gary Brewer would be based in St Mellons from
March.

The St Mellons station was now open from 9.30 — 4.30pm each day and contact could also be made on Ext 62300.
Sergeant Baxter was hopeful that now the 101 service had been in operation for some time, the response to the service
would improve

She referred to the ongoing youth annoyance in the Church/ Ton area and also Orchard Park. Police Patrol strategies
were being put in place which also include the mounted section once a month.

Sergeant Baxter also informed the Council that Youth PACT meetings were being set up in local schools to address
some of the issues.

Reference was made to the pilot scheme of gate closures in areas of the city.

Councillor G Jones referred to the continuing problems of motorcycles in the area of Mill Lane. Sergeant Baxter
confirmed that an operation in conjunction with the parks Department was being implemented

The Chairman referred to the lack of action regarding the provision of signage and enforcement of the 30mph speed limit
in Wern Fawr Lane also the renewed request for the speed limit on Newport Road to be reduced to 30mph, particularly
after the recent fatal accident. Sergeant Baxter to pursue issues.

Reference was also made to the query regarding possible police boundary changes, Sergeant Baxter confirmed that the
actual boundaries were not being changed but re-allocation of officers for more efficient operational duties was being
implemented.

The Clerk informed Councillors that there had been a theft of two play items from the Children’s Play Area in the
Playing Fields. The police had been informed and Cardiff CC were in the process of installing replacements

Treescapes 1150.00 ex VAT. The quote from Castleton Landscapes was not available for the meeting. It was agreed that
the quote from Treescene be accepted, Clerk to arrange work.

The Clerk confirmed that having received permission from Cardiff Treescapes for the their report to be passed to a third
party, a copy had been forwarded to Mr and Mrs Davies ‘Parc House’ highlighting the ‘limitations and use of copyright’

The Clerk also informed the councillors of a dead tree adjacent to * Camberley’ Ty’r Winch Road which had been
reported to Cardiff CC Parks Department. It had recently been removed
