2 POLICE MATTERS
There was no Police presence, matters deferred to later in the meeting
3 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS COUNCIL MEETING

The minutes of the Council Meeting held in the Village Hall, Newport
Road, Old St Mellons on Thursday 1 8th

November 1999, were approved and signed by the Chainman as a true
record.

4 MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTE
4.1 Playing Fields
Play Equipment:

A meeting had been held with a representative of the County Council,
County Councillors and Community Council members regarding the placing
of the Play Equipment in the Playing Field. The placing of the equipment
was agreed in principle subject to an agreement being drawn up with the
County Council to include the legal implications etc. Design options to be
drawn up by the Sport and Leisure Department, it is anticipated that the
project would be completed before the end of March.

Playing Field:

A letter had been received from Mr Roger Goode, Sportsmaster, St John's
College with details of the school's request to use the Playing Field for
sporting activities. The school was prepared to pay the costs of the marking
out, maintenance etc. The Chairman had spoken to Mr Goode and specified
the use of temporary posts only. Councillor Stroud expressed some
reservations regarding the use of the field as a cricket pitch, he will advise
Mr Goode. The request for the use on a trial period for a cost of £10.00 per
hour was approved. Clerk to confirm with Mr Goode

4.2 Cleansing Orderlies

New adverts to be posted, conditions:- litter collection around the Village, 3
hours per week, £60.00 per month, equipment provided. Bags to be left at
'Hendre Gadno' Newport Road.

Councillor Swatridge to arrange gloves/bags/disposal of rubbish
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4.4 Wern Fawr Lane

The pot holes have been filled in but are still unsatisfactory. The Chairman
had raised the issues with the Highways Department again, particularly the
Newport Road Roundabout.

4.5 St. Mellons Churchyard

A letter had been received from the Rev Kellen thanking the Council for its
interest in the maintenance of the

churchyard and also its donation.
4.6 Village Hall

The hall sub - committee had met and minutes were distributed. The
Chairman confirmed the sub - committee were to oversee the maintenance
issues related to the Hall and grounds and recommended that they be given
full responsibility for the work required with the proviso that at least two
estimates are obtained for any jobs over £100.00. The Council approved.

Councillor Stroud reported a conversation with Paul Atkins re maintenance
of the ground around the Hall- clearing of brambles etc. The work had still
not been completed and Councillor Stroud felt that the work should be
carried out by someone else.

The Cleaners performance to be monitored and a meeting would be arranged
to include the Clerk re terms of reference / job description.

Councillor Stroud also expressed concern regarding the ongoing problem of
litter outside the hall.

4.7 Community Grant

The Chairman reported a meeting had taken place with Cheryl Joscelyn,
Cardiff C.C. regarding the application for a

Community Grant for a Central Heating System.

A completed application form including 3 estimates was required asap.
Councillor Swatridge to obtain estimates.



It was agreed to install safety radiators in the Main Hall and ordinary ones in
the Small Hall with the controls situated

in the Clerks Office.
4.8 Precept

The minutes of the extraordinary meeting to set the Precept of £14,500 for
2000 / 2001 were referred to. The Chairman again expressed the need to
raise extra income (by other means).

4.9 Rent Review

A letter had been received from the County Council accepting the
Community Councils proposed new rent for the Village Hall.

4.10 Landfill Tax

Grant information still be pursued
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4.11 Risk Assessments

As agreed previously the users of the hail will be required to provide their
own first aid kit. Councillor Stroud to contact Clerk. Conditions of Hire
Agreement also to be amended as necessary. Letters sent by Clerk.

4.12 Old Newport Road

The Clerk had contacted the T.P.O. regarding the felling of the tree on the
building plot adjacent the Texaco Garage. Permission was granted because
of the damage it was causing to drainage pipes and a retaining wail but with
a condition that a replacement was planted e.g. Scots Pine in a 2 foot
diameter container.

4.13 Millennium Mugs



The Chairman had discussed the purchase of 500 mugs with Runiney
Potteries in time for the Village Fete in June.

4.14 Kimberly Park
