2 POLICE MATTERS

P.C. Stuart Cousins in attendance.

The Chairman welcomed PC Cousins to the meeting and asked him to give
an update regarding the current policing of Old St. Mellons. PC Cousins
informed the meeting that as far as he was aware the proposed reallocation
of policing responsibilities for Old St. Mellons had not been officially
confirmed but that the two sectors were co-operating closely with each other
and the overall responsibility was with Inspector Harper in St. Mellons. The
new Community Police Officer P.C. Birkenhead would be starting in
January.

The main concern in the area was that of youth annoyance and harassment,
particularly near the Fox & Hounds and Old Hill. To combat the problems
there were regular evening patrols between 6.00 and 9.00.

Concern was expressed about carol singers' and the problems that they
cause. P.C. Cousins stressed any such groups

making a nuisance of themselves should be reported to the police.

The continuing danger of speeding traffic on Newport road was again
highlighted. P.C. Cousins suggested the placing of a fixed-point camera
might be a solution.

The Chairman thanked P.C. Cousins for attending the meeting.



3 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS COUNCIL MEETING

The minutes of the Council Meeting held in the Village Hall, Newport
Road, Old St Mellons on Thursday 16th November 2000 were approved and
signed by the Chairman as a true record.

4 MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
4.1 Playing Fields

Due to the recent uncertainty regarding the
future of the company 'all outstanding work was on hold'.

The Chairman had spoken to Mr Malclom Frazer (Parks Department)
regarding the dead elm tress reported by Mr

Matthew, Beechtree Park. Mr Frazer confirmed that there were three dead
trees, the difficulty in removing them was

because ownership could not be established.

4.6 Cardiff County Council

Draft Consultancy Pan- Congress

The Chairman reported on the recent congress held in the City Hall:

It was the beginning of a lengthy process which would now require the
setting of targets and performance indicators - how | when etc.

Vincent Kane commented that Cardiff was perceived by outsiders' as the
City for the young' with the focus on rugby matches and concerts. The
Chairman felt that Cardiff was being unrealistically compared with Dublin
and that the requirements and needs of the residents of Cardiff were the first
priority but stressed that his comments were constructive criticism.

Drainage Sié Meetng

The Chairman reported on the recent site meeting with County Councillor G
Phillips and a representative from the County Council. A tour of the Village
was undertaken and the problem areas visited and pointed out.

Following the recent meeting regarding the litter problems Councillor G
Jones reported that there had been a vast improvement in the Kimberly Park
area. The Chairman also commented that the pavements in Ty To Maen
Close had also been cleaned.

Discussion then took place regarding the constant problem of litter, a
situation highlighted by the fact that it is perceived by residents as the big
issue' of Cardiff.

Councillor D Rees raised the issue of constant fly tipping in the area and the
poor policy of the County Council regarding the problem; she felt that there
should be zero tolerance towards flytippers and more prosecutions persued.
It was felt that a redistribution of funding in the next County budget should
be made to enable overcome the problems. Councillor Rees felt that
Community Councils should adopt a co-ordinated approach to bring
pressure on the County Council.
