6. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES 

1. Unicorn Turn 

The work being carried out at the junction was being covered in an article in the next 
issue of the óCapital Timesô and Community Council was invited to attend a óphoto 
callô at the junction for inclusion in the report. 

6.2 Village Hall 

Doors: Councillors D Stroud and J Swatridge were still in the process of obtaining 
quotes for the replacement of the main door. Councillor Swatridge raised whether it 
was necessary to replace them. It was agreed to draft a formal quotation letter to be 
sent to the appropriate suppliers. 

A drop bolt had been fitted to the front door and the broken window in the gentôs 
toilet had been replaced and a new grill fitted. The ladies toilet had also been repaired. 

Heating: A new pump for the system operating the small hall had been fitted. 
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Councillor J Swatridge raised the need for a handyman for the Village Hall, it was 
agreed to advertise the position in the next óNewsletterô 

6.3 Playing Fields 



The new section of security fencing had been ordered. Councillor M Wyatt suggested 
the seat along the path before the play area should be moved to a more visible position 
- agreed; work to be undertaken by Councillors M Wyatt, J Swatridge and M Boyce 

The Chairman reported that the clearing work for the Bluebell Wood being 
undertaken by St Mellons Church in Wales Primary School had taken place with the 
guidance of Park Rangers, Mr Raj Chettri and his assistant and an enthusiastic band of 
volunteers of Councillors and friends of the school. There had been quite a dramatic 
transformation of the area. The next stage would be the laying of the bark path with 
the children from the school. 

The Chairman felt it would be an opportune time to seek some media publicity for the 
project. 

Groundsman Vacancy: The Clerk had received interest in the vacancy from Mr J 
Davey who had also spoken to the Chairman regarding the position. Mr Davey had 
received a copy of the Work Schedule, Conditions and Payment, which he had 
accepted.  

It was agreed to offer the position to Mr Davey, Clerk to confirm in writing

Councillor J Thorn reported that following his inquiries it appeared that Zurich 
Municipal would still provide the best insurance cover, but the policy would need to 
be reviewed when the renewal notice is received in March
