1 APOLOGIES Councillor Mr P Bullen 
2 POLICE MATTERS 
 
The Chairman reported that he had had a meeting with Inspector Bany Gregory who 
unfortunately was not able to attend this meeting but would hopefully be able to 
attend next month and that the Community Beat Officer P.C. Stuart Bryant would be 
in attendance in his absence. 
 
The Chairman outlined the following issues raised:Due to the change of boundaries 
the Village was now also covered by Inspector Gregory's Officers at Llanedeyrn but it 
was probable that we would come under Rumney Police Station some time in the 
future. 
 
Concern was raised regarding the lack of communication between the various Police 
departments m the request for Policing of the proposed Village Millennium Parade. 
The initial request was made in May 1999 and no decision or response was 
forthcoming until May 2000 with the result that the parade had to be cancelled. The 
matter was now subject to an inquiry by Chief Inspector Mike Long. 
 
The public order concern at the flats in Ty To Maen Close was discussed and the 
Chairman expressed comfort in the information given regarding the situation. The 
Police and Social Services are aware of the situation and reassured that it did not give 
raise for concern. 
 
The ongoing problems at the White Hart and Seaview Stores were also discussed. 
Drinking Bye-law - Informal notices attached to the lamp posts is sufficient notice 
that the bye- laws are m force. Mr Munton, Neighbourhood watch co-ordinator to 
organise. 
 
Recent thefts of garden furniture was also raised; it appears that the offenders are not 
currently in the area. 
 
PC Bryant reported that there had been several burglaries in Ruperra Close and that 
the Police were using an unmarked vehicle to patrol the area. 
 
The Chairman raised concern regarding a white lorry that drives down Wern Fawr 
Lane each morning at approximately 530am - to be monitored, also the abandoned 
vehicle still in the road. 
Councillor Wyatt asked if Officers could monitor the illegal pavement parking on 
Newport Road from Andrews House' to the lights at Wern Fawr Lane also that there 
was another abandoned vehicle on the grass verge at Cypress Drive outside Jardinerie. 
 
The Chairman thanked PC Bryant for his attendance at the meeting. 
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3. Liz Court 
 
The Chairman introduced and welcomed Liz Court, who he had invited to speak to 
the Council regarding grant and extra funding etc. Liz had helped on an informal basis 
with the recent Raleigh bid for the churchyard for which the Council were very 
grateful. 
The discussion was centred on the churchyard project and general fhndraising 
schemes. It was felt that the different elements needed to be identified i.e. bringing the 
area up to standard and maintaining / changes and improvements and how would the 
project be carried out, as a whole or in stages. 
Also stressed was the need for community consultation and involvement to enable the 
residents to have ownership of the projects. Involvement of St Mellons School 
children was also suggested by Mrs 0 Jones. 
The Council had previously considered paying a Planning Consultant to produce a 
Model Village Plan' but proved too expensive. Liz highlighted the difficulties that 
could arise in accepting and rejecting ideas put forward by residents, there were other 
effective ways but it was important to establish the level of involvement in order to 
keep control of the situation. 
The criteria of choosing the successful bids in the Raleigh competition was raised and 
it was felt that the information collated regarding the History of the Village for the bid 
could be revisited and form the basis of introducing the project to the residents. 
Councillor U Jones suggested that the forthcoming Village Millennium Exhibition in 
the Village Hall would be an opportunity for doing that. Liz offered her assistance in 
providing the display if required. 
The various fonns of self help fundraising and outside bodies was discussed. It was 
felt that that a tremendous amount of Village' fundraising already takes place and it 
appears to be the usual group of people involved each time, particularly the Village 
Assocation' Liz explained that the areas of possible funding changes annually 
although the lottery is constant. 
 
B.T.V.C. will provide voluntary labour but not materials and some schemes would 
regard our own voluntary labour as counting toward match funding for a project. 
W.C.V.A. list funding available and Liz would provide us with a directory for grant 
making, it is also available on a database. 
Councillor J Swatridge raised our recent unsuccessfhl bid for E&Q funding for the 
security fence at the Playing Fields. The National playing Fields Association was a 
possible avenue for grant aid, it was also suggested that a sponsored walk could be 
organised in the Playing Fields or a sponsor a panel / post event. B.T.V.C. could be a 
possible source for labour. 
The various Lottery Fund categories Heritage / Sports / Arts were also valuable 
sources of fhnding as well as the Partnership Awards - Principality B.S. The 
Chairman and Councillor B Price to make inquiries regarding the latter. The 
Chairman thanked Liz for attending the meeting and for the advice and guidance 
given. 
4 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS COUNCIL MEETING

The Chairman had received a letter from Mr Goodfellow regarding the Council's 
proposal to remove the access from his property stating that he was seeking legal 
advice. The Chairman responded confirming, at no time, has any right of way

The Chairman had spoken toMr Gareth Griffihs Hyder regarding the dropped kerbs, 
they are still awaiting confirmation from Cardiff C.C. regarding the adoption of the 
work when completed.

Councillor D Stroud was still waiting for the cleaner to sign acceptance of work 
agreement, extra payment to be deferred until signed. 

Estimate for room thermostat still not received from T.M.C. 

Councillor Stroud had repaired some of the damaged tables, meeting of Hall sub-
committee to be arranged. 

The Chairman informed the meeting that there were ten display boards available from 
his offices if required. Cl;erk to arrange collection before 30 June. 

Councillor J Swatridge reported that there had been a delay in the redecoration due to 
holidays. 

5.4 Doctor's Sur2erv:  

The Chairman confirmed that due to the long delay the premises in Wern Fawr Lane 
had been sold and at present there were no other premises available. He also stated 
that a recent poll carried out of residents were in favour 5 to 1 in the transfer of the 
Phannacy from the Post Office to a new Surgery. 



Although the possibility of new premises being found seemed remote County 
Councillor 0 Phillips was still pursuing the matter. Various sites were suggested - 
Land at the rear of Maesycoed, Newport Road I White Hart I Andrews House, 
Newport Road and the Hyder Training Ground

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CORRESPONDENCE AND OTHER BUSINESS 
7.1 Tierney Family  

A further letter had been received from the Tierney family again requesting 
permission for a landing slab on their grave on the basis that there were other graves 
in the Churchyard that had been given permission for various other types of 
monuments. The family asked that an explanation be given if the request was again 
refused. 
Councillor J Swatridge again outlined the background to the existing regulations and 
explained that there would be graves which were outside those regulations because of 
previous burials and the fact that some graves were allowed to remain as they were at 
the time of the change. Some of these graves were also still in use and would have 
additional inscriptions on them. 
After some discussion it was again agreed to decline the request. Clerk to respond 
accordingly. 
 
7.2 Tv To Maen Close 
 
A letter had been received from the Area Housink Authority in response to a letter 
sent by Councillor 0 Rees regarding the flats that suggested they be let to the elderly. 
The Housing Authority response was that they were not suitable accommodation for 
the elderly because they were bedsits. 
County Councillor (3 Phillips informed the meeting that she had written to Linda 
Thorn, Chair of Housing, suggesting that they be converted into flats which would 
overcome their unsuitability. To be considered.

Councillor 0 Rees had sent a letter to Help the Aged requesting the possibility of 
funding for work to be carried out at the Village Hall i.e. retaining wall and 
improvements to car park area. Request declined 
7.4 St. MelIons Show
