3. LOCAL RESIDENTS

thanked them for attending the meeting and that any application submitted would be
considered at the appropriate time.

PC Beacall attended and gave a report on the recorded crime figures for the previous
4 weeks

PC Beacall informed the meeting that although the figures appeared high, in
comparison to the other local areas they were quite favourable. He also stated that
auto crime was a major concern throughout the city, particularly the city centre, and
that a special patrol had been set up to combat it which could have had the effect of
displacing it to other areas of the city.

He also apologised if some incidents were not included in his report. The area is
covered by three police stations and to extract the figures he has to access the reports
from all stations which requires several hours of his time.



The Chairman expressed concern that recently Bluebell Drive / The Dell appear to be
crime ot spotsd PC Beacall informed the meeting that Inspector Roberts, Rumney
Police Station, was aware of the situation and was taking measures to monitor the area

He also gave updated information regarding the Fireworks Act 2003 - persons under
18 cannot possess fireworks in a public place and if necessary can be summoned to
court for the offence.

Regarding issues from the previous meeting, he had been unable to find information
referring to the burglary incident in Whiteoaks Dr. Councillor M Boyce suggested it
could have been listed as Ty To Maen Close.

The information regarding the adult male person frequenting the Parish Churchyard
had been passed to the appropriate section.

He had also spoken to the Licencees in the Village regarding the problems of
Gseasona 6drinking on the pavements.
