3. LOCAL RESIDENTS

Mr Clive Edwards and Christine Dibble attended the meeting to give an update for the vegetable Show on Saturday 2™
September. It will be opened by the Lord Mayor. The prizes for the dn Bloomd competition to be presented during the
show. Mr Edwards invited Councillors to a meeting at the allotments in preparation for the show on August 2™ at
7.30pm. The Chairman gave her apologies as she would be away on holiday

Two other residents were present, the Chairman welcomed them to the meeting and asked them if they had any issues to
raise. They declined as they were attending the meeting out of interest

Rhys Gregory, the new Webmaster, was also in attendance to give an update on the website. Rhys had been liasing with
Councillor J Rogers to revamp the Council website and was thanked for his commitment and congratulated on an
excellent site

4. POLICE MATTERS

Mr Matthew Parry, Youth Development Officer, Cardiff CC and Ms Ann Chervil, key worker, attended the meeting to
outline a proposed scheme for six weeks in the summer holidays to help tackle the problems of youth annoyance. The
aim was to engage with the target groups of youths to identify issues that could be the cause of the problems and where
practical and possible put forward schemes to help alleviate them. The target areas would be identified through liaison
with the police The scheme would operate on 50% partnership with the Community Council& contribution being
£625.97 T unanimously agreed. The Chairman thanked them for attending the meeting

The Chairman welcomed Sergeant Christine Bradley, PC Jo Francis and PCSO Kevin Fox. Sergeant Bradley distributed
reports on issues raised from the recent PACT meetings for information. It was proposed that the PACT Panel would be
in place in the next meeting on Monday 4" September at 7.00pm in the Village Hall.

Sergeant Bradley stated that they wanted to continue the good partnership that already existed with the Community
Council and the main reason for holding the PACT meetings early in the month was so that they would not miss out on
the funding allocation. One target was Anti Social Behaviour and it was encouraging that the Council was supporting the
Summer Holiday Scheme.

Councillor M Boyce raised the speeding issues. The Chairman referred to a letter received regarding the recent speed
camera survey, which stated that there was no evidence to substantiate any further action. Councillor Boyce then referred
to the speed restriction on Wern Fawr Lane which is 30mph but the police data referred to it being 40mph. Sergeant
Bradley would raise the issue with PC Paul Daniels, Traffic management Unit

Councillor M Boyce also raised the issue of the criteria used in the operation of the Police helicopter particularly in the
early hours with regard to the benefit of apprehending criminals at the expense of a major noise disturbance to the
general public. Sergeant Bradley assured Councillor Boyce that it is only used when absolutely necessary and when a
positive outcome was obtainable.

The recent spate of thefts in Bridge Road / Ruppera Close was raised and an offer was made for residents to contact PC
Francis to arrange home surveys

Sergeant Bradley apologised for not being able to attend the PACT or Community Council meeting as she is away until
next January

The Chairman referred to a copy of a letter sent by St Mellons Parish Church PCC to Inspector Offside requesting the
resumption of the patrols around the Church area to combat the increase of Anti Social Behaviour

The Chairman thanked them for attending the meeting
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The Clerk had received a telephone call from Inspector Offside regarding the request for any correspondence relevant to
the parking issue on Ty& Winch Road. He confirmed that letters had been received from two residents of Druidstone
Road expressing their concern of the dangerous situation and also from Julie Morgan MP. It was proposed that an
invitation be sent to the MP inviting her to the next meeting.

5. RIGHTS OF WAY IMPROVEMENT PLAN.

Mr John Donovan, Transport, Infrastructure and Waste, Cardiff CC attended the meeting to talk about AT he Rights of
Way Improvement Plan.6 Thisis adirect result of the Crow Act 200071 ¢&Right to RoambAt present a consultation
process is taking place to draw up, assess and proposals for the 10 year plan. The assessment stage has been completed
and now a draft &Statement of Actiondhas to be produced. The draft by this October / November with the completion by
November 2007. A three month consultation process is now under way. It was suggested that the website and possibly
the newsletter could be used to publicise the process.

Mr Donovan also referred to the d_ocal Access Forumbthat meets quarterly. Membership isfor 3years from October 03
T October 06 with a membership revue this November; new members are always welcome.

Councillor M Boyce questioned whether the River Rhymney had the same status and attention as the Taff and Ely. Mr
Donovan confirmed that there are at present discussions with Newport and Caerphilly Councils.

Councillor E Rees asked if landowners were involved in the process i they were

It was also pointed out to Mr Donovan that Councillor D Rees has established a d~ootpath Groupbin the village and all
residents received a map of local footpaths in previous newsletters and that Councillor D Rees had made enquiries
regarding funding to produce an information pamphlet. Mr Donovan thought this was very encouraging and thanked the
Chairman for the opportunity to address the Councillors
