2 APPOINTMENT OF CHAIRMAN 
Councillor M Boyce was proposed and unanimously accepted as chairman. 
Councillor Boyce thanked the members for their support and viewed the role as a two 
year period and wished to look forward to the coming year in terms of the Village 
Plan' and the churchyard.

8.1 Playing Fields 
 
Litter Bin:

Play Equipment:  

Contractor had been confirmed and a formal planning application was being made. 
Work hopefhlly to commence shortly but would not interfere with Millennium 
celebrations at the playing fields.  

 
Gates:  

It had been suggested by Councillor J Swatridge that this could be an appropriate time 
to inform Mr (Ioodfellow Park 
House' (the property is for sale) that the Community Council was withdrawing access 
that exists through his gate into 
the playing fields and would accept the cost of doing so. Clerk to send letter. 
The issue of locking the main gates was again discussed and the difficulties involved. 
Councillor M Wyatt offered to undertake the duty but it was stressed that if there were 
any problems with difficult intruders that police help was requested. Others 
Councillors also offered their support in carrying out the duties. 



Councillor D Rees suggested to overcome the problem of the re-appearing gap' near 
the sub-station that a locking gate could also be placed there.

The amending of the Village Association constitution to enable them to take 
advantage of applying for such grants was discussed at their last meeting. One 
requirement was that Community Councillors present at their meetings would not be 
allowed to vote on issues.
