4. POLICE MATTERS 
  



The Chairman welcomed Inspector T Rees to the meeting. The Inspector apologised 
for the lack of police presence at recent meetings but additional duty demands on his 
officers had not made this possible. 

The Inspector reported that there had been 22 crimes since March 1st They included 
theft of and from motor vehicles and damage to motor vehicles, the majority of the 
offence occurred in the village pubs and Newport Road. There had also been 5 
burglaries. 

At present the main focus is auto crime throughout the City. Councillor M Wyatt 
inquired whether the recent Section 59 had had any effect on ójoy ridersô The 
Inspector informed the meeting that in recent activities 12 vehicles had been seized. 

The issues of youth annoyance was discussed and in particular the grounds of 
Bethania Church had received particular attention from the officers 

Councillor M Boyce referred to the problems of youths in Ty To Maen Close and also 
asked about the pedal cycles for use by the Community Constables for patrolling the 
area ï after some issues of Health & Safety they were now in operation. 

The Inspector was informed of the problems that residents in Parkstone Avenue were 
suffering because of youths from outside the area playing football, particularly against 
the garages at the end of the close. 

Also youths at the Playing Fields had created a den in the copse, which appeared to 
have been possibly used for drug abuse. 

The Chairman thanked the Inspector for the extra police patrols to the Churchyard, 
which had greatly improved the situation. 

The Chairman also thanked the Inspector for attending the meeting

6. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE 
MINUTES 



  

6.1 Chairman's Address 
The Chairman thanked fellow Councillors for the nomination of Chairman and would 
do her best to carry out the duties, she also thanked retiring Chairman M Boyce for all 
the work he had done in the previous three years. 

6.2 Appointment of representative to the Village 
Association 
The Chairman reported that she had attended the recent Village Association meeting, 
some concern had been expressed that the Community Council were now represented 
at the meetings by a nominated Councillor rather than all Councillors being members 
of the Association. 

Councillor Boyce pointed out that this situation had arisen when the Village 
Association constitution was revised for the purpose of applying for grant aid, where 
it was desirable that the Community Council was not directly attached to the 
Association. The other contributing factor was the recent legislation from the 
Assembly regarding óDeclaration of Interestsô and its constraints imposed on 
Councillors. 
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The decision to appoint a óspokespersonô was not influenced by the Community 
Council but only as a solution to the change in circumstances. 

The Chairman agreed to be the nominated representative to the Association and 
Councillor M Wyatt agreed to deputise in her absence 

The Clerk was asked to write and clarify the situation to the Chairman of the 
Association for the information of the members. 

  

6.3 Village Hall 
  

Proposed Extension: Letters had been received from Cardiff County Council 
confirming their consent for the proposed extension provided it was within the 
Councilôs demise, also from the Planning Department confirming the viability of 
submitting a planning application. 



It was agreed that the Hall Committee comprising of Councillorôs J Swatridge 
(chairman) D Stroud and M Boyce would undertake the project assisted by the Clerk 
and Mr V Parr. 

Roof: The Clerk had received two quotes, a third had not materialized, for the repair 
work to the area above the small hall entrance around the valley: Archers Roofing 
Services £565.00 fully inclusive. Charles Roofing Specialists £787.50 +VAT £137.81 
Total £925.31 

Archers also quoted to re-felt another section which had not been previously done for 
£290.00 fully exclusive. 

It was agreed to ask Archers to carry out the work to both areas subject to the Clerk 
confirming with Mr V Parr that the specification of the materials were satisfactory 

Railings: Councillor D Stroud had reported that the brickwork supporting the railings 
on the main steps was in need of repair ï Clerk to undertake 

Councillor Stroud also confirmed that the Village Association was in agreement to the 
levy added for the use of the bar facilities. He also suggested that the Fire Service be 
contacted regarding the future servicing of the fire extinguishers 

  

6.4 Playing Fields 
Councillor M Wyatt reported that the grass at the rear of the Tennis Court was in need 
of cutting ï Groundsman had been on holiday. 

The Groundsman had made request for reimbursement of petrol expenses incurred 
when travelling from Whitchurch. After discussion it was agreed to make the monthly 
payment £100 to cover any additional costs. 

Tennis Court: It was reported that a meeting had been arranged to form new 
committee for the tennis club and that the Village Association had allocated funds for 
the necessary work to be carried to the courts. 

Store Roof: The Clerk reported that he had carried out some temporary repairs to 
leaks in the roof but the roof would need a more permanent repair ï Archers to be 
asked for a quote to carry out work. 

Keyholder: Mr Robin Nicholls, Tyôr Winch Road had offered become a key holder on 
Fridays. Councillor Wyatt suggested that Councillors were also given a gate key to 
allow them to unlock the gates if necessary. Clerk to arrange 

6.5 Annual Audit 



The completion certificate for the Annual Audit had been received; the date for the 
current audit has still to be confirmed. The Clerk is completing the current accounts 
for presentation to Mr R Caddick. Internal Auditor 

6.6 Tidy Wales 
The Clerk had met with a representative from óTidy Walesô to discuss and look at 
areas that were subject to ófly-tipping. A survey was being carried out throughout the 
City to help form a strategy to combat the problem. The Community Council was 
asked if it would keep a record of incidents for future reference 

6.7 Parkstone Avenue 
A response had been received from Mr Andrew Wagstaff, Housing Department, 
stating the properties concerned are not council owned therefore they are not able to 
erect the óno ball gameô signs. 

6.8 Council Vacancy 
The Clerk had spoken the Mr P Woodward, Electoral Registration Office, who 
confirmed that no election had been requested and the vacancy would be filled by co-
option. Mrs P Jenkins and Mr E Rees had expressed an interest in the vacancy. It was 
agreed to post a notice for 14 days declaring the co-opted vacancy. Clerk to arrange 
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6.9 óIn Bloomô Competition 
A donation of £25 had been received from WDP towards the cost of the plate awards. 
The closing date for the competition was Monday 30th June with the judging taking 
place on Wednesday 2nd July and the awards presented at the Village fete on 
Saturday 5th July. It was suggested the Breweries be approached re sponsoring the 
event. Clerk to contact 

7 ST EDEYRNôS CHURCHYARD 
A letter had been received from Mr C Samuel, Representative Body, stating that 
although there had been a good deal of discussion over the last few months there had 
been no significant developments and that Local Authorities would await the outcome 
of the Home Office review before making any commitments. 

The Chairman reported that she and the Clerk had received further telephone calls and 
correspondence regarding the lack of maintenance at the churchyard and in the 



interim, following consultation with Councillors, the Clerk had arranged for the grass 
to be cut. Councillor D Rees declared an interest in the discussion. 

After discussion it was agreed that the grass would be cut when necessary. Councillor 
M Boyce emphasised that the Community Council was not the appropriate Burial 
Authority and that the transfer of the Churchyard still needs to be vigorously pursued. 

It was agreed that the Clerk would write to Mr Samuel with a view of making joint 
representations to Cardiff County Council as the local burial authority, to implement a 
transfer.
