1. APOLOGIES Police
2 DECLARATION OF INTERESTS None

3. LOCAL RESIDENTS
Four residents were present, the Chairman welcomed them to the meeting and asked them if they had any issues to raise.
They declined as they were attending the meeting out of interest

4. POLICE MATTERS

There was no Police presence due to their attendance at the Youth Annoyance meeting the previous evening and a
confusion of dates.

The parking issues on Ty& Winch Rd were raised. Councillor E Rees referred to a brief conversation he had had with
Inspector Offside at the recent PACT meeting which indicated that the matter was still unresolved It was agreed that a
letter be sent to Inspector Offside requesting, under the Freedom Of Information Act, copies of all correspondence
relating to this issue

The next PACT meeting has been arranged for Monday 3™ July at the Village Hall at 7.00pm. Concern was expressed
that it appears that the Police presence at future Community Council meeting could be in jeopardy due to Police
availability. An enquiry had been made as to whether the Community Council would consider changing the dates of their
meeting to allow both meetings to take place together. This was unanimously rejected as an option.

The Community Council was concerned that the historic direct link to the local Police at Council meeting seemed at risk

Councillor D Rees informed the meeting that this was not a All Wales initiative but specific to Cardiff, the Clerk to
contact other local Community Councils to determine the effect on them

The Chairman referred to a letter she had received regarding the forming of the PACT Panel of six at the next meeting,
other Councillors had also received similar letters. It was felt that it was important that the Community Council was
represented on the panel; preferably by the Chairman
