2 POLICE MATTERS

There was no police presence, matters deferred to later in the meeting.

3 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS COUNCIL MEETING

The minutes of the Council Meeting held in the Village Hall, Newport Road, Old St
Mellons on Thursday 16th

December 1999, were approved and signed by the Chairman as a true record subject
to the following amendments:

4 MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

4.1 Playing Fields

Play Equipment Still awaiting proposed plans of play area. Councillor M Wyatt had
cut away barrier on gateway.

4.2 Cleansing Orderlies

The Chairman, Vice-Chairman and the Clerk interviewed Mr McCarthy and Mrs
Wyatt regarding the vacancy of cleansing orderly. Hywel Evans had also expressed an
interest but was unable to attend the meeting. After some consideration it was agreed
to offer the position to Mr McCarthy. Clerk to write to all applicants.

A letter of acceptance had been received from Mr McCarthy and he ha& commenced
his duties on Monday 10th January.

A letter had been received from Mr B Angel, Cleansing Department, regarding the
non emptying of the litter bins on Ty'r Winch Road, outside the Playing Fields.

The new litter bin was now in place on Newport road outside Biynhyfred'



4.3 Wem Fawr Lane

Some more potholes had been yellow tinged' but the ridge was still causing problems
- Clerk to write to Highways Department.
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4.4 St. Mellons Churchyard

The sub - committee had met with Rev D Kellen and representatives of the PCC
regarding the possible involvement of the Raleigh Trust Project which had been
investigated by Councillor M Boyce.

Councillor M Boyce outlined the circumstances of the Community Council's
application and the subsequent bid that was submitted.

Although the application was not successful, given the limited amount of time
available to compile and present the necessary information it was a very creditable
effort and a very valuable experience for future similar applications. Councillor M
Boyce and the Clerk were thanked for their time and effort in gathering and
presenting the information. The Chairman had received information from Entrust'
regarding the landfill tax grants, it was suggested that the Village Association would
be better placed to making applications. The Church had also received the infonnation
and would probably make its own application

4.5 Village Hall

Coundillor J Swatridge reported that the hedge work had been completed, There had
been some additional cost because new fence posts were required and the brambles at
the side of the hall had also been cut away.

The ventilation system was off at present and Councillor D Stroud was monitoring the
situation

Councilior Stroud had arranged a meeting with Mrs A Williams regarding her
cleaning duties and was in the process of arranging a meeting with Mr P Atkins
regarding his duties re Summer and Winter jobs,

4.6 Community Grant

The County Council had awarded a grant of £4,950.00 towards the cost of installing
the central heating system which had to be claimed by 20k March 2000

Clerk to write conflmiing acceptance and also to contact TIC Mechanical with
instructions to commence work ASAP.

Councilior J Swatridge to liase with contractors.

The Clerk had written a letter to Mr E Rees, Chairman, Village Association, to inquire
whether the Association would consider making a donation towards the balance of the
cost.

Some discussion took place regarding the necessity of applying for a loan but it was
felt there would be sufficient funds to cover any outstanding amount.



4.7 Newsletter

To be published for March. It was agreed to include information regarding advertising
space in the Autumn issue -

£20.00 per box. The revenue to be used for projects within the Village.

It was also suggested that the outline of the Churchyard Project be included.
Chairman to compile information for Clerk

to produce.

4.8 Highways

The Chainnan had been informed that the roundabout at Beechtree Park would be
completed within three weeks after an inspection had been carried regarding its
lighting facilities.

4.9 Bro Taf

Community Health Panel:

Councillor B Price gave a short report regarding her recent attendance at the
Community Health Panel meeting.

This was the first review panel to be held, one other day is also proposed but no other
further meeting planned at present. Approximately 40 people attended representing
various interests, the background and merger of the trusts was outlined and its future
discussed. Various workshops were held with a view of producing a report.

Doctor's Surgery:

Further progress had been delayed because the valuation officer was ill, to be
completed as soon as possible.
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4.10 Eurwig Cres

Motor Cycle Barrier:
Has still not been repaired - Clerk to write to Highways department.

4.11 Councillor P Bullen

Councillor Bullen agreed to continue as a Community Councillor and would attend
meeting when is commitments allowed.



4.12 Village Hall

The use of the Village Hall was discussed regarding the period when the central
heating system was being installed.

Apart form St David's Day celebrations it was felt there would be no difficulties.
Councillor J Swatridge raised the matter of the louvered glass windows in the kitchen
area being replaced. Clerk to

attend to.

4.13 Wern Fawr Lane

Hyder:

Letter to be sent to Hyder re: dropped curbs in traffic island, provision of secure
fencing at the playing fields.

Also their possible involvement with publicity material, sponsorship, advertising etc
regarding the Village Litter Pick,

Newsletter and Old St. Melons in Bloom.

Grass Verge:

The Clerk had been in contact with the leisure and Amenities Department regarding
the planting of trees to celebrate the Millennium in the grass verge.

The cost of each tree would be £120.00 and a finther £120.00 for a commemorative
plaque. The trees available were limited because it was the end of the planting season.
A site plan was also required to determine if there were any services within the
vicinity, this had been sent by Clerk.

It was agreed to postpone the planting of the trees until a more suitable time at the
beginning of the Autumn season.

Clerk to inform Leisure and Amenities Department.

4.14 Began Road

The Chairman reported that an inspector had visited the site regarding the complaints
of disruption and mess on the road - no further response.

4.15 Police Matters

The Clerk informed the meeting that Inspector Harper had queried the response time
to the burglary in Biynhyfred'

following the last meeting and confirmed that it was 5-7 minutes.

Counciflor Bullen reported that the Post Office | Pharmacy was broken into at
4.00am on the 10th February. Fortunately nothing was stolen and emphasised that all
registered drugs are safely locked away in a safe.

The music problems still persist at the White Hart; there has been a recent change of
licensee, situation to be monitored. There is also a new licensee in the Heritage Pub
where there had been problems with youths fighting.

Any problems should be notified to Dave Newbury, Licencing Officer, Rumney
Police Station

The Chairman had attended a Police Panel meeting and in the Chief Constables
Report reference was made that when licencing issues are raised and Community



Councils make objections they are representing their communities and as such the
Police should take note.

Councillor M Wyatt reported that cars were still continuing to park on pavements,
particularly in Ty'r Winch Road.

7 OTHER BUSINESS AND CORRESPONDENCE

7.1 Miss M Nurse



A letter had been received from Miss Nurse complaining about the litter outside the
Village Hall from the rubbish bags which are continuously being torn open by the dog
in the Seaview Stores, also the ongoing problem of the blocked drains in the road.
Mrs Wyatt had also complained about the fact that the dog is left to roam freely in the
Village causing problems. Clerk to write to Miss Nurse to explain that measures are
being taken to alleviate the problems and also to Mr Patel informing him of the
problems being caused and asking him not to allow the dog to roam unsupervised.

County Councillor 0 Phillips informed the meeting that she had written a letter to the
Highways Department regarding the drains.

It was suggested that the proposed road narrowing scheme could incorporate the
necessary work on the drains.

7.2 Arts Council

Information had been received from the Arts Council regarding grants for projects -
Councillor M Boyce to respond.

7.3 NALC

Correspondence had been received regarding a proposed increase to the County
Secretary's honorarium. After some discussion it was agreed to support an increase of
£250.00 but not annually. Councillor B Price to convey decision at next County
meeting.

Details of the proposed Annual Subscriptions 2000 / 2001 were received.

A report was also received regarding Ethical framework for Community Councils'
which included a letter from the Norfolk County Association of Parish and Town
Councils stressing that parish and town councils are an autonomous tier of local
government and not a platform for County Councillors.

There was also a request to write to our A.M. to widen the proposed extension of
Village Shop Relief in England to cover Wales.

7.4 County Council

An invitation had been received for Councillors to at the National Millennium Service
at Llandaff Cathedral on St. David's Day. Councillor 0 Jones to attend.

7.5 Environmental A2ency

Concern was expressed re: continuous fly-tipping, litter pollution on the Runiney
River Banks and the light pollution created by the floodlights at the began Golf
Driving Range.

It was agreed to write to the agency asking for a surveillance operation to be carried
out regarding these continuing problems.
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7.6 Kimberley Park

Councilor 0 Jones had received a complaint from Mrs Rumblelow of 29, Mill House
regarding the non-emptying of their large communal bins for over two weeks and in
particular over the New Year period. Cleansing department need to be contacted
directly when it occurs.

The recent closure of depots was also discussed, the feeling being that it was a
retrograde step and only adds to the already serious litter / dumping problems that
exist.

7.7 Website

Councillor M Wyatt informed the meeting that the minutes were now available on the
website and that he now had the extra capacity for including photographs etc.

7.8 Village Book

The Chairman had made inquiries to the publishers regarding a second publication.

7.9 St Melons Church in Wales School

The school had recently received funding of £1000.00 from British Gas and the S.
Wales Echo for the making of a Tapestiy which will depict the story of St.
Mellonious. The making of it will include the use Alistair Duncan, a professional
weaver, the children and members of the W.1. When completed the it will be
displayed in various places around the Village.
