6.  MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES   

 

6.1   Cardiff Community Health Council 
The Chairman reported that she had attended the Public Consultation meeting regarding the proposals for Health 
Services in Central and Eastern Cardiff. 
The Chairman felt that on balance the provision of a Community Hospital and Doctorôs call centre in the City Centre 
was welcome although the proposals would only increase the bed capacity by 6. The Chairman felt that the sale of land 
and in particular the loss of the car parking facilities was not acceptable and that additional funding should be sought 
from the Welsh Assembly to finance the project.

6.2     Playing Fields 
Power Supply: 
There had been a problem with the power supply to the Pavilion due to corrosion in the isolation box, a temporary repair 
had been carried out but the equipment needed upgrading at a cost of 385.00 - agreed

Hall Refurbishment /Redecoration:  
Electrical work and painting completed also rear toilet and surrounding area painted at additional cost of 90.00. The 
carpet tiles had also been laid. It was agreed that the work had greatly improved the appearance of the hall. The 
Chairman recorded her thanks for the work undertaken and also for the donation of £250 from the Entertainers
