1. APOLOGIES 

None  
 
2. CODE OF CONDUCT 

The Chairman welcomed Mrs Dianne Bevan, Corporate Manager, Cardiff County 
Council, who was attending the  
meeting to give further informing regarding the Code of Conduct, prior to Councillors 
adopting and agreeing to the  
Community Council's code. 
Mrs Bevan referred to the seminar held in the summer and outlined the information 
from the meeting which was now in  
force. 
Mrs Bevan informed the meeting that there were nine places on the Standards 
Committee, which would be chaired by  
the Bishop of Llandaff and there was a vacancy for a representative from the 
Community Councils and that nominations  
were being sought. 
 
Councillor M Wyatt asked whether there was a danger of lack of consistency with 
other Unitary Authorities. Mrs Bevan  
emphasised that individual authorities can adapt the Code. 
The Chairman pointed out that complaints would refer to individual Councillors not a 
particular Council ï adjudication  
panel has not yet been set up. 
 
Councillor Wyatt referred to the recent NALC conference where the issue of 
Declaration of Interests was discussed and  
the procedures to be adopted. 
 
The Chairman raised the question of new Councillors taking the oath of acceptance ï 
they have to adopt and agree code  
before attending and becoming a councillor. 



 
Councillor J Swatridge pointed out that Freemasons would now have to declare their 
membership. 
With no further discussion taking place the Chairman formally proposed acceptance 
of the Community Council's Code  
ï carried unanimously.  
 
Clerk to forward copies of adopted code and acceptance by Councillors to Mrs Bevan 
for her records. 
 
The Chairman thanked Mrs Bevan for her attendance at the meeting. 
 
3. POLICE MATTERS 
 
The Chairman welcomed P.C. Darren Jones-Mathias, the new Community Constable 
to the meeting and also P.C. Chris  
Martin. 
The Chairman gave a brief background to Police Matters and emphasised the need for 
continuity and consistency with  
our local policing. 
The Chairman also referred to the formal complaint that the Community Council had 
made to the Chief Constable  
regarding police responses. 
 
PC Jones-Mathias explained that he had been given a 'hand over package' and that 
new strategies were being developed  
with regard to youth annoyance and an operational protocol for call outs in an attempt 
to help alleviate previous  
problems. 
 
He suggested a separate meeting to give crime prevention advice, particularly for the 
Village Hall, and also agreed to  
'walk the patch' with the Chairman and others Councillors on Sunday 25th Nov at 
2.30pm. 
 
The Chairman referred to the issues of residents who cause nuisance to neighbours 
and provided a sample 'Nuisance  
Incident Diary' provided by the County Council for residents to complete. 
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The Clerk raised the recent traffic control difficulties at the recent Remembrance Day 
laying of wreaths at the  
memorial. Matter to be rectified before next years Remembrance Day. 
 
The issue of the 'Unicorn Turn' was raised and how the flow of traffic could be 
reduced. 
 



Councillor J Swatridge highlighted the poor response to calls and felt that the public 
in general were getting less and  
less of a service, but this was an issue which could only be dealt with at a higher level 
with the provision of adequate  
resources for police at local levels. 
 
The Chairman thanked the Officers for their attendance at the meeting 
 
4. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS COUNCIL MEETING 
 
The minutes of the Council Meeting held in the Village Hall, Newport Road, Old St. 
Mellons on Thursday 18th October  
2001 were approved and signed by the acting Chairman as a true record.

Prince's Trust. ï approved. Clerk to

the hall. Help the Aged had also  
been identified as a further source of grants. 
Councillor D Rees proposed a vote of thanks for the numerous donations given to 
help the Community Council fund  
projects for the benefit of the community.

Crescent had been damaged when  
a tree was removed from the premises. Clerk to write to occupier asking for hedge to 
be reinstated.
