4. POLICE MATTERS 

  

The Chairman welcomed PC John Benjamin and PC Adrian Wainwright to the 
meeting. PC Benjamin presented the following breakdown of reported crime figures 
for Old St Mellons.

The majority of crimes had been committed in Beechtree Park; one arrest had been 
made with the aid of the police helicopter after a burglary in Druidstone Road. The 
crime figures were being maintained at around ten per month

The Chairman referred to several issues raised at the last meeting: 

Public Houses: 

PC D Newbury, Licencing Officer, was still attempting to arrange a meeting with 
Licencees to discuss óPub Watchô The officers were due to visit the Licenced 
premises after leaving the meeting and would raise the situation with the Licencees. 
There was also an operation in place up until Christmas to monitor Licenced premises 

  

Speed Limit Signs: 

PC P Daniels, Traffic Department, would be looking into the ómissing signsô 

  

Youth Annoyance: 



There were still problems at Bethania Row but the Church area had been reasonably 
quiet. PC Benjamin outlined the procedures being operated regarding persistent youth 
annoyance. There is an initial letter-drop to parents and under the Harassment Act 
persistent offenders are given a first warning and then arrested if offences are repeated 
again. 

  

The Chairman referred to the forthcoming Capital congress which would be 
considering Youth Annoyance / Anti-social Behaviour Councillor J Swatridge to 
attend. The Chairman felt it would be of mutual benefit if the Officers were also 
attending. 

  

óBrynhyfredô Newport Road: 

Mrs Richards had been visited regarding youth problems and was in the process of 
erecting a replacement security fence

The Chairman thanked PC Benjamin for the police presence and the way in which 
they carried out their duties at the ceremony and he was asked to convey the 
Community Councilôs appreciation to Acting Inspector Owens.

6. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES 

  



1. Unicorn Turn  

Residents had received a letter from Councillor P Cubitt and the Community Council 
had received official confirmation from Councillor P Robinson that the County 
Council had agreed to reinstate the raised kerbs to stop the illegal turning. It would 
have a trial period of six months including traffic surveys, before and after, to monitor 
the situation. 

  

The Chairman also referred to information sent to residents of Newport Rd / Chapel 
Row which the Clerk had inadvertently found. It was regarding the proposals for new 
footway and cycle lanes along Newport Road from the top of St Mellons hill to the 
pedestrian crossing. 

The Chairman had responded supporting the scheme, Clerk to request a larger 
detailed map 

  

6.2 Village Hall 

Railings: although they were now complete Councillor Swatridge was concerned 
regarding the quality of mortar used in the brickwork, he had asked the Community 
Services if they would undertake the necessary remedial work - agreed 

  

The Clerk referred to problems with the macerator in the rear toilet, which had now 
been repaired under warranty and also the ongoing problem with the heating system. 
The fault with the heating has been identified as a faulty electronic igniter, which was 
temporarily repaired but is now on order for replacement. The problem has resulted in 
the boiler having to be manually ignited over the past several weeks each day by 
Councillor D Stroud and the Clerk. 

The Clerk suggested the Council might want to consider the situation of a Hall 
Caretaker / Supervisor at some future meeting. To be discussed 

Councillor Stroud suggested that because of previous problems and the availability of 
other toilets in the hall that it be locked and only used when essential i.e. panto / 
functions etc ï agreed 

  

The Chairman referred to the next project being considered by the Village Association 
which would probably be the Village Hall chair store / toilets 

  

6.3 Playing Fields 



Councillor Wyatt reported that things had been reasonably quiet, a new lock was 
required on the side gate and that some tidying up work was required following the 
recent bad weather. 

The Chairman referred to a letter received from Mrs R James, Headteacher, St 
Mellons Church in Wales Primary School asking for the Community Councilôs 
permission and support for the school to undertake creating a óBluebell Copseô 
alongside the entrance to the Playing Fields, an initial meeting was arranged with Mr 
Raj Chettri, the Community Ranger of the Parks Department on Thursday 28th 
November at 3.30pm at the field. Agreed to support project, Councillors M Wyatt, J 
Swatridge and Clerk offered to attend 

Councillor Swatridge had arranged with the Community Services to take away the 
benches in the Tennis Courts for renovation and also for the repair of the picnic bench 
near the pavilion 

  

6.4 St Edeyrnôs Churchyard 

A letter had been received from Mr C Samuel, Representative Body of the Church in 
Wales, requesting a financial breakdown for the burial ground to help formulate the 
proposals for relinquishing responsibility. Clerk had supplied information 

  

6.5 B.T.C.V. Help Wales 

Still awaiting response for óGlebe Fieldô project The Chairman has spoken to Revd D 
Kellen, the Representative Body would require a more detailed proposal and the more 
favoured option regarding the field would be on a lease arrangement 

  

6.6 Welsh Assembly Government 

Still awaiting response from P Davies CAVALC Sec regarding members allowances 
etc 

  

6.7 Cardiff C.C. 

Response regarding lease on Village Hall indicated that the County Council did not 
regard it appropriate to extend the current unexpired term on the lease

not eligible to claim rate relief

The Expenditure Forecast figures for 2003 ï 4 were examined, following 
discussion and the possible future projects to be undertaken, it was proposed 
by Councillor J Swatridge and seconded by Councillor M Wyatt that the 
precept be set at £20,000. Agreed by a majority decision

The Chairman referred to the report of the meeting with Mr R Caddick ï
Internal Auditor, which had been circulated to 

Councillors. Its content was agreed and its implementation was comfirmed 



  

The Clerk had received a copy of S.O / Financial regulations from the Clerk of 
Pentyrch CC for reference, copies to be circulated to Councillors in 
preparation for compiling own papers. 

  

Councillor J Thorn had begun a review of Insurance Policy. It was agreed to 
obtain an updated rebuilding costs for Village Hall / Pavilion ï Councillor B 
Price to arrange. Public Liability Cover to be increased to £5million
