3. LOCAL RESIDENTS 
Safety Issues. 

  

The Chairman introduced Mr Stephen Chapman, Community Safety Manager, Cardiff 
County Council and Inspector Alex Chadd who had been invited to attend the meeting 
also Mr Phillip Gadenne, Highways and Parks Department, Cardiff County Council. 

Mr Chapman stated that anti social behaviour was a blight on society and affects all 
communities. He then went on to outline how Cardiff was tackling such behaviour 
throughout the City in partnership with the Police, under the Crime and Disorder Act 
1998, Section 1. 



Mr Chapman explained the categories of Anti Social Behaviour and the outlined 
stages and process of issuing Anti Social Behaviour Orders and the positive effect this 
process was having. 

In 2003 there were 546 individuals placed on a stage one letter level. 117 proceeded 
to a stage two interview level, of which 38 were placed stage three ABC and 20 
placed on stage four Anti Social Behaviour Orders 

Other measures in place is the use of a óGraffiti Busting Busô with the involvement of 
the Probation Services and also the free service provided by the Council for the 
removal of unwanted vehicles. 

Mr Chapman distributed copies of the details he had outlined and the initiatives that 
were in place or being introduced. He was pleased to be able to talk to a large number 
of residents regarding these issues and regarded it as a partnership between all parties 
in removing the causes of anti social behaviour. 

The Chairman then invited residents present to speak. 

The issue raised by residents in Courtenay Close was the unacceptable problems and 
disturbances they were subjected to by youths in and around the area of Church Lane 
and the Churchyard. 

Other residents of Church Lane, the Ton area and Revd D Kellen, who thanked 
Sergeant Gould for the recent police support, substantially supported this. 

Other residents, supported the comments made and also expressed the same views 
concerning the footpath area linking Newport Road to Tyôr Winch Road, as their 
properties were adjacent to it. A representative of Caersalem Baptist Chapel, whose 
burial ground is also adjacent to the footpath, stated that the Chapel supported the 
concerns expressed.

All of the residents referred to the personal effect and trauma they had endured over a 
considerable period of time, due to the continuous anti social behaviour, with little or 
no effect on removing the cause of it. The consensus of opinion was the only effective 
solution, as far as they were concerned, would be the closure of the footpaths. 

Councillor M Boyce raised the problems caused by anti social behaviour from 
neighbours. Mr S Chapman outlined the procedures and assistance that were available 
to residents who were subjected to such problems. 

Inspector Chadd gave an overview of his staffing levels and how those officers were 
being deployed to tackle the anti social behaviour problems in this area. There had 
been an additional Community Constable attached to St Mellons and specific 
operations have been taking place around the Church Lane area. They now also have 
access to a CCTV van, which is proving very effective and are hopeful an additional 



one will be provided in the near future. The Inspector welcomed and was open to any 
public support in tackling the problems. He also highlighted the close liaison the 
police have with other agencies in dealing with the problems. 

Mr Gadenne outlined the criteria and procedures for applying such a closure and the 
difficulties involved. The new legislation will not be present in Wales for probably 
two to three years. Unfortunately, anti social behaviour is not a criterion for the 
closure of footpaths. 

Councillor M Boyce commented that the Community Council had considered requests 
from residents for the closure of footpaths, because of similar issues, on previous 
occasions. The Council had to consider the wider implications of such closures. 

Councillor D Rees emphasised the meeting was an opportunity for residents to 
express their concerns and views to the various representatives and for them to then 
be able to formulate a strategy to deal with the problems. 

It was agreed that Councillor D Rees and the various representatives would arrange a 
site meeting. Inspector Chadd would give specific attention to the areas concerned 
and the situation would be reviewed at the next Community Council meeting. 

The residents expressed their thanks for the opportunity to raise and discuss their 
concerns. The Chairman thanked them for attending the meeting. 

  

Councillor M Boyce expressed concern that Councillors were not aware of the issues 
that were being raised prior to the meeting; Councillor E Rees also supported this 

  

The Chairman confirmed that it had been agreed at the last meeting to invite Mr S 
Chapman and Inspector Chadd to attend the meeting to discuss safety issues 

  

Councillor D Rees emphasised that she had not intended for the discussions to ótake 
overô the meeting but the attendance of so many residents had escalated the 
discussions. Mr Gadenne had attended to provide the information regarding the legal 
implications of the footpaths 

  

It was felt that the preferred solution was to remove the cause of the problems i.e. anti 
social behaviour and it was resolved that the Community Council would support the 
interventive measures to be proposed by the Police and Community Safety 

  

  



4. POLICE MATTERS 
Inspector Chadd informed the meeting that Sergeant Gould had been implementing 
special operations in the area using the six Community Constables; he also referred to 
the 30 Community Support Officers, who are available in Cardiff. 

The Chairman thanked the police for their support at the recent Remembrance Day 
Parade in controlling traffic. 

A letter had been received from Mr R Caddick referring to the ongoing problems of 
óFor Saleô vehicles taking up the limited parking places in the village and also the 
long term parking of vehicles. He proposed that consideration be given to placing a 
time restriction on parking. Police to continue to monitor situation. It was also 
suggested that some be designated for disabled parking 

The Chairman thanked Inspector Chadd, Mr S Chapman and Mr Gadenne for 
attending the meeting and looked forward to an update at the next meeting.

It was proposed that the lights in the wings of the hall be upgraded and be accessible 
with the Main Hall lights. The Chairman suggested that the curtains in the windows 
be replaced with blinds 

The Hall Committee to meet and prioritise the work that the Probation Services are to 
undertake and also to complete the risk assessment 

Loan Sanction: A letter had been sent to the Welsh Assembly giving an update on the 
Hall Project with reference to the loan sanction. The Clerk suggested to the meeting 
that Councillors consider whether it would be feasible that the Loan Sanction to be 
applied for before the end of the financial year, if not this would need to be conveyed 
to the Loan Sanction Board. 

It was resolved under the circumstances that it was unlikely it would be applied for 
and the Council would resubmit 

for 2005/2006 

Insurance Claim: Claim had been completed and submitted for payment 

6.3 One Voice Wales 
Councillor C Price attended the Inaugural AGM at Llandrindod Wells, which he 
found very interesting. Several legality issues arising from the new organisation had 
still to be resolved 

6.4 St Edeyrnôs Churchyard 
The Clerk had spoken to Cardiff County Council Bereavement Services Department 
who would undertake a risk assessment if so required. Clerk to arrange meeting to 
assess cost of survey 

6.7 Doctorsô Surgery 
The Clerk had contacted Helen Wainwright, of the Local Health Board, she was 
aware of the lack of progress with the local practice and the reasons for it. The Clerk 



requested a meeting be arranged with all interested parties as a matter of urgency - to 
be arranged.
