6. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MEETING 
 
6.1 Conservation Area Review 
Lindsay Cuddy, Team Leader, Conservation Regeneration Group, Cardiff CC was in attendance. A recent meeting had 
taken place with the Ward Councillors G Phillips and D Rees where a tour of the village and the existing Conservation 
Area was undertaken. 
Mrs Cuddy informed the meeting that in January 2006 a Conservation Areas Appraisal process was introduced and to be 
completed within two years. It was quite a substantial programme and St Mellons, along with St Faganôs and Radyr, 
were in the first phase of the programme. As part of this process Community Councils and Residents Associations were 
being consulted and it would be reviewing existing boundaries and whether they needed to be extended or areas 
removed, with a view of protecting and enhancing the conservation area.  Councillor E Rees expressed concern that if 
new areas were to be considered the implications for those residents needed to be considered. 
The review would to need identify the character of the area and a scheme prepared to provide guidance and 
enhancement. 
Mrs Cuddy referred to the following comments, previously made by Councillor M Boyce, and supporting Councillors 
and it would provide a useful starting point. 

¶ the boundaries could be tighter  
¶ there should be a Heritage Trail for a visible interaction with the public ï inclusion would enhance 

possible funding  
¶ original features should be reinstated and key frontages addressed, including use of 

appropriate materials ï could prove difficult  
¶ the car parks [although privately owned] present a negative image - especially those associated with 

the Star/Betting Shop, and the White Hart;  
¶ street furniture should be reviewed and renewed,  
¶ traffic signs improved and reduced and  
¶ a reduction in advertising sought 

Additional information / material to be sought from St Mellons/ Rumney Historical Society ï Clerk to provide details 
Mrs Cuddy did not envisage any major extensions and the next stage would be to consult on the early findings, which 
would include an exhibition  - possibly in the Village Hall 
The Chairman thanked Mrs Cuddy for attending the meeting
