4. POLICE MATTERS 

  

The Chairman welcomed PC Ian Beakhall to the meeting. PC Beakhall threw were 40 reported crimes which covered the last two

Regarding the Community Councils offer of sponsorship for cycling equipment, additional funding had been provided therefore 

the offer was not required. Inspector Rees asked that his thanks for the gesture be given 

The question was raised regarding the new cycle lanes and if the restriction was mandatory. The restriction was only advisory 

The Clerk reported that he had spoken to Highways Department Engineers who were reviewing the new scheme regarding the 

narrow section of the footpath area. The widening of the footpath is to be undertaken as additional work before the end of the 

year 

Councillor J Thorn referred to an incident where youths had been caught stealing petrol from the pumps at the Texaco Garage 

and setting it alight. PC Beakhall confirmed that Trading Standards had been involved and that the garage had been instructed to 

install locks to stop further thefts 



The Chairman raised the question of the letting off of fireworks and what restrictions there were in place. PC Beakhall reported 

that there were restrictions in regard to use of fireworks in the vicinity of the highways and in terms of public nuisance. It was his 

intention to visit retailers in the area and speak to them regarding the illegal sale of fireworks 

Councillor M Wyatt expressed concern in the recent spate of spray paint graffiti, PC Beakhall reported that there had been an 

increase in recent months in several areas 

Councillor D Stroud asked what were the criteria for the deployment of speed cameras; some areas were regularly targeted and 

other seem to be neglected. He referred in particular to the Newport Road section in the Village. PC Beakhall supported the 

request for the camera and suggested a request was made to Eastern Traffic Section.

6. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES 

6.1 Village Hall 

  

Proposed Extension: 

Councillor Boyce reported that several meeting had taken place and that the Planning application had been submitted. Notices 

had been served on the residents in Seaview Cottages and in principle they were in agreement to the proposals. Mr V Parr was in 

the process of drawing up the specifications for the building requirements. 

Information had been received regarding various grant aid bodies including Cardiff County Council Grant Aid. Following 

correspondence and several meetings with the Mr Gareth Barton, Neighbourhood Planning, it was agreed that The Village 

Association would apply for the grant aid. A letter had been received from Mr E Rees confirming this and the Clerk had 

forwarded the necessary Grant Application information 

  

The Chairman had requested application forms from several bodies and those that were not appropriate for the Community 

Council to apply for would be forwarded to the Village Association to consider. 



The Clerk reported that the following three quotes had been obtained for the purpose of the grant application: -

The guttering, down pipe had been replaced and two down pipe guards fitted 

  

6.2 Playing Fields 

Groundsman: 

Mr Darren Harris had commenced his duties as Groundsman and had also agreed to cut St Edeyrnôs at a cost of Ã200 

Councillor J Swatridge had sent a note to the Chairman referring to the previous decision to make a donation to St Mellons 

Parish Church of surplus money not used at St Edeyrnôs. It was agreed to make a payment of Ã200 to the St Mellons Churchyard 

Fund 

Roof: 

Quotes for the repair of the pavilion and store roofs from Archers Roofing Services: -

It was agreed to repair the damaged section on the pavilion roof and to investigate the cost of a replacement container for the

Tennis Court: 

Councillor P Jenkins reported that the shrubs inside the courts had been cut back and the fence was to be patched. The security of 

the gate still needed attention. 

Councillor M Wyatt referred to the litter drums inside the court that were constantly being tipped over, it was agreed to site them 

outside 

6.3 Parkstone Avenue. 

A response had been received from Mr A Wagstaffe, Housing Offices, regarding the concerns expressed by theCommunity 

Council on behalf of the residents. It was agreed that the Clerk write to Mr Wagstaffe requesting that his department visit the 

residents to obtain the necessary information he required 



6.4 St Edeyrnôs Churchyard 

Councillor M Boyce had drafted a letter to be sent to Mrs H David, Local Government Modernisation Division, regarding the 

Community Councilôs desire and efforts to relinquish its responsibility of its management and maintenance 
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7.5 Unicorn ï Illegal Turn 

The work at the turn had been completed and was having the desired effect of reducing óthrough trafficô although some drivers 

were still attempting to negotiate the turn. Request to be made to Highways Department for additional kerbing along hedgerow 

opposite the turn to deter ó3 point turnsô and to protect the hedgerow. Also, to infill raised island. 

A letter had been received by Councillor M Boyce from Mr M Thomas óInnisfreeô Began Road, who was complaining about the 

enforcement of the restriction at the turning. 

Councillor Boyce had responded and the Clerk was asked to formally reply to Mr Thomas and endorse the comments in 

Councillor Boyceôs letter. Also to remind Mr Thomas that those who wish to access the turn legally can use the turning circle 

beyond B.Jôs premises and to inform him that the Community Council had received numerous positives responses and no other 

adverse comments.
