COUNCIL MEETING



The minutes of the Council meeting held in the Village Hall, Newport Road, Old St
Mellons on Thursday 15™ July 2004 were approved and signed by the Chairman as a
true record

6. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE
MINUTES

6.1 Playing Fields

Store roof:Repair work to store roof to be completed. Mr P Simmons was looking at
another solution to the problem

Hand Mower:The Clerk reported that the clutch cable had broken and the mower
required a service 1 repairs agreed
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6.2 Village Hall

Councillor M Boyce gave a brief report from the recent Hall Committee meeting. He
confirmed the present position regarding the plans for the hall extension and that it
was a matter for the new Council to decide whether to proceed with it. After some
discussion it was agreed in principle to continue with the project and that Councillor
Boyce would speak to the relevant residents in Seaview Cottages regarding the
acquiring of the necessary land.

Councillor E Rees confirmed that a Community Grant application had been submitted
by the Village Association on behalf of the Community Council to Cardiff County
Council for the purposes of refurbishment / redecoration of the Village Hall

Quotes were being obtained for the room divider for the small hall. The Clerk had met
with one company whose initial quote was for £3,600. It was agreed that when the
other quotes had been obtained the divider would be installed

Councillor D Stroud reported that the exterior lights were not operating. The Clerk
also reported that following the Annual Inspection for the renewal of the Music and



Dancing licence some additional work was required. After some discussion it was
resolved that the electrician would undertake the necessary work. Caretaker to check
bulbs

6.3 One Voice Wales

Councillor C Price reported that he had attended the inaugural meeting held in Usk,
minutes of the meeting would be received shortly 1 Clerk to distribute

6.4 St Edeyrnés Churchyard

Risk assessment to be carried out by Councillor D Rees and the Clerk

6.5 St Mellons Parish Churchyard

Correspondence had been received from Rev D Kellen asking whether the
Community Council would consider making a grant towards work required in the
levelling of some of the graves in the churchyard. It was agreed to ask for further
information re costs etc

The Vicar also asked for the Community Council& observations on a proposal to
place a gate at the bottom of the pathway near to the entrance to Courtenay Close in
attempt to deter vandals in the Churchyard. After some discussion it was agreed in
principle for the placing of a gate but not to a gate which would be locked. It would
allow access to pedestrians etc but deter motorbikes

6.6 Village Association

Disabled ToiletsCouncillor E Rees informed the meeting that the grant process had
been completed and that, pending the next Village Association meeting, a further
£1000. was available to meet the cost of the completed work

6.7 DoctorsdSurgery

The Chairman reported that she had attended with Councillors M Boyce, D Rees and
E Rees, a meeting with representatives at the Eastern Business Park Site. The meeting
was requested by Mr Matthew Moseley, site manager, on behalf of the agents, to
enable them to outline and discuss the proposals they have for the site.

The Chairman reported that the meeting had been very informative and productive
and that they wanted to support the local Community.

They were fully supportive of providing a site for a new Medical Centre and would
also give attention to the Community Councilé long standing request for the
installing of dropped kerbs at the main entrance.



The recent planning application for the provision of a Fitness Centre was discussed
and the proposals shown to Councillors. On the basis of existing facility already
available and the slight increase in size that was planned it was proposed that no
objection be raised. An assurance was also given that all parking requirements would
be contained within the site and not encroach into Wern Fawr Lane.

They expressed an interest in placing information in the Newsletter and that they
would publicise Village information and events on their site. They would also
consider sponsoring the roundabout on Newport Road

No response had been received from Dr Thomas or Marshfield Community Council

requesting a meeting to discuss the provision of a new Medical Centre i Clerk to
contact again

The Clerk had previously circulated copies of the review to Councillors. The Clerk
indicated certain additional expenses, some of which had not been included in the
original budget set in November 2003 and some that had been increased in April
2004.

Although in some sections there would appear to be a deficit based on the original
costing, overall there was a surplus of approximately £4,700.00

Councillor E Rees expressed concern regarding the deficit
Because there was a carry forward of £4000. which was set aside for the Hall
extension and increased income mainly from the revised Hall and Burial Ground

Fees, the projected income had increased by approximately £7,500.

Based on the overall figures it was projected that there would be £10,000 available in
the remaining budget for future projects.

The Chairman asked Councillors to put forward for discussion at the next meeting

what projects should be considered. - Already suggested:- Small Hall Divider,
Tarmacing of car park area
